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Complete the redesignation request, including:

¢ Documenting sustained air quality improvements.
¢ Complete and compile emissions inventories for the UGRB.
¢ Establishing long-term maintenance and contingency plans.

¢ Secure UGRB's status as redesignated to Attainment for the 2008 Ozone
NAAQS and continue protecting air quality.
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The air quality improvements in the UGRB to
date have required collaborative efforts by
Wyoming's communities and industries.

Redesignation to Attainment continues our
commitment to sustained air quality
improvement for future generations.
